Good Afternoon,

Further to the recent discussion at the Manitoba Alliance of Health Regulatory Colleges respecting the transition of registered nursing to The Regulated Health Professions Act, we have updated our RHPA website to provide information to clarify the following issues: 

1. Members of health professions that are not yet under the RHPA may continue to perform reserved acts that are within their scope of practice under their existing profession-specific Act; and,
1. Although registered nurses may no longer accept the delegation of the performance of reserved acts, this does not prevent other colleges from continuing to permit their members to delegate the performance of reserved acts to health professionals/health care providers other than RNs and to accept the delegation of the performance of reserved acts from other health professionals.
